· Symbols associated with your God/Goddess

· Your God/Goddess’ family relationship

· A story associated with your God/Goddess 
· A picture of your God/Goddess 

Next, you will make some sort of visual representation that displays your information. You may choose one of several options. You may make a poster that displays your information, you may make a PowerPoint, a hanging mobile, a video using Windows Movie Maker, or a visual representation of your choice as long as you get it approved.
