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Answer one of the following questions in a typed 2-3 page paper. Use MLA format and be sure to include an introduction with a thesis statement, as well as a conclusion. Include at least 3 quotations from the novel to support your ideas. 
1. Discuss the ways in which Jem and Scout change over the course of the novel. In what ways do the two change? In what ways do they stay the same? Be sure to include changes that have occurred in terms of their morals, the way they view other characters and themselves, and the way they view the world. Use details from the novel for support. 
2. Discuss the role of family in To Kill a Mockingbird. Pay close attention to Aunt Alexandra, as well as Jem and Scout’s relationship with Atticus. Explore the role of tradition in the novel. In what ways are traditions maintained and in what ways are traditions ignored? Be sure to include other families besides the Finches in your discussion. 

3. Analyze the author’s treatment of Boo Radley. What is his role in the novel? Why did Harper Lee choose to include Boo Radley as a significant character? Be sure to discuss how people’s perception of Boo Radley changes from the beginning of the novel to the end. 
4. Atticus Finch has been described as one of the greatest modern literary heroes. If a hero is defined as “a man of distinguished courage or ability, admired for his brave deeds and noble qualities; a man who is considered a model or ideal,” how does Atticus fit this definition? Discuss the ways in which Atticus demonstrates heroic qualities.

· Paper should be typed, double-spaced, and in 12-pt. font. Use New Times Roman or Arial font. 

· Avoid summary or retelling of the story.

· Use MLA format

· Use quotations or excerpts from the novel as support. Include page numbers parenthetically. 

· Be sure to include an introduction, thesis statement, and conclusion.
