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Now that we have finished our unit on To Kill a Mockingbird, it’s time for a little fun…

Pretend Bob Ewell is still alive. As a class you will put him on trial for the crimes he commits throughout To Kill a Mockingbird. You will be divided into two teams: the prosecution team, and the defense team. The prosecution team will choose someone to play Atticus Finch who will be the leader of the prosecution team. The defense team will also need to choose someone to play the head defense lawyer as well as Bob Ewell. Also, a member of the defense team will have to serve as head defense lawyer. 

The prosecution team must decide what they want to charge Bob Ewell with (i.e. perjury, harassment, attempted murder, etc.) Charge Bob Ewell with as many crimes as you wish. 

The defense team will have the unfortunate job of defending Bob Ewell. Even if you do not agree with what Bob Ewell’s character does throughout the novel, you will have to play devil’s advocate and try to come up with reasons that support his defense (i.e. alcoholism, depression, mental instability, etc.)

Next, you will have to work together to create a trial script. 

Be sure to include all necessary parts of a trial. You may use the trial scene in To Kill a Mockingbird as a reference. 

Lastly, you will perform the mock trial. 

Be creative! Feel free to add humor, but be sure to support the trial with facts from the novel. 

Bring props, costumes, etc. to add flavor to your presentation.
